Because of these great
challenges many of us are un-
aware of what to do and how to
handle these issues so that our
Christian life in the United
States will be more productive
and meaningful. Because we
are not fully addressing these
challenges, many of our young
people are looking for venues
outside of our church and cul-
tureto find solid answers. And
some young people aretired of
thissituation. They becomein-
activeinthechurchand areless
interested in spiritual matters.
Some young people just con-
tinue the status quo with less
awareness of the situation and
actual need of our church and
community.

It is high time for us to be
critical of our surrounding. Itis
hightimeto discern thesignifi-

cance of keeping our old and
tested Christian tradition, and
at the same time, understand-
ing the present situation with-
out losing the essence of what
is good in the old and what is
best in our modern time.

What can we do to support
our young people? How canwe
bridgethe old and the new, and
find acommon ground without
losing our Christian essence as
"the salt of the earth."
